Today's episode is all about click bait, a certain style
of content and headline writing that's geared
towards trying to get people to click on something as
much as possible, often at the expense of quality
information.

But what makes click bait "click-baity" anyways?

Mas o que torna o click bait um "chamariz de cliques"?

The answer lies in our own psychological tendencies.

A resposta esta em nossas proprias tendéncias
psicologicas.

As different as people are, there are certain things
that the brain generally just really likes.

Por mais diferentes que sejam as pessoas, existem
certas coisas que o cérebro geralmente gosta.

Information presented in an ordered list, for
example, is especially appealing, which is why you
always see the slideshows of the "17 Most Important
One Direction Moments" or whatever.

InformacBes apresentadas em uma lista ordenada, por
exemplo, sdo especialmente atraentes, razdo pela qual
vocé sempre vé slideshows dos "17 Momentos Mais
Importantes de One Direction" ou algo do tipo.

These work because they spread information in a
structured way and also present themselves with a
degree of authority.

Esses funcionam porque espalham informacdes de
forma estruturada e se apresentam com um grau de

autoridade.

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A list with a precise number of elements seems more
certain and has more finality than a general
headline.

Uma lista com um numero preciso de elementos
parece mais certa e definitiva do que um titulo
genérico.

It's very appealing to our brains, which want to cut
through the crap and understand things quickly -
very ironic, considering the lists themselves are often
completely freaking useless.

E muito atraente para nossos cérebros, que querem
cortar o papo e entender as coisas rapidamente -
muito irénico, considerando que as proprias listas sdo
frequentemente completamente inuteis.

Even for clickbaity headlines that don't direct you to
a numbered list, the use of authoritative-sounding
words such as "science," "the best," or "destroyed" is
common in order to appeal to that same desire for
certainty in our lives.

Mesmo para manchetes de click bait que nao
direcionam para uma lista numerada, o uso de
palavras que soam autoritarias como "ciéncia", "o
melhor" ou "destruido" é comum para apelar para

esse mesmo desejo de certeza em nossas vidas.

This also explains why many articles that try to
promote half-baked things like political opinions
claim that a certain argument "destroys" the other
one.

Isso também explica por que muitos artigos que
tentam promover ideias politicas mal elaboradas
alegam que um determinado argumento "destruiu" o
outro.

Other clickbait headlines flip the script of how
journalism was usually done in the past by merely
teasing at what the content has inside.

Outras manchetes de click bait invertem o script de
como o jornalismo era tradicionalmente feito, apenas
provocando o que o conteudo tem dentro.

Instead of "dog bites man," you see "This man
confronted a dog, and you won't believe what
happened next!"

Em vez de "cdo morde homem", vocé vé "Este homem
confrontou um cdo, e vocé ndo vai acreditar no que
aconteceu depois!"

This encourages the user to click through instead of
giving away the article's meat right in the headline.

Isso incentiva o usudrio a clicar em vez de revelar o
conteudo principal do artigo imediatamente.

This kind of direct appeal to our natural curiosity
results in the reward center of our brain lighting up
when you find out the answer to the clickbaity
question or tease in the headline, even if the content
inside turns out to be totally stupid.

Esse apelo direto a nossa curiosidade natural faz com
que o centro de recompensa do nosso cérebro se ative
quando descobrimos a resposta para a provocacao da
manchete, mesmo que o conteldo interno seja
totalmente estupido.

This has often been referred to as the "curiosity
gap," which is a key part of how the website
Upworthy operates.

Isso tem sido frequentemente referido como o "gap de
curiosidade", que é uma parte fundamental de como o
site Upworthy opera.

Upworthy's tendency to only place hints as to the
actual content in their titles has led their articles to
being some of the most shared content on all of
Facebook.

A tendéncia do Upworthy de colocar apenas dicas
sobre o conteuldo real em seus titulos fez com que
seus artigos se tornassem alguns dos contetddos mais
compartilhados no Facebook.

Of course, clickbait has gone beyond legitimate sites
(well, as legitimate as they can be) to being used in
ads designed to look like real articles.

Claro, o click bait foi além dos sites legitimos (bem, tdo
legitimos quanto podem ser) para ser usado em
anuncios projetados para parecer artigos reais.

Although quite a few tech-savvy users have
developed an eye for what's legitimate content and
what's advertising (or just use an ad blocker), the
enticing headlines still draw a lot of people and have
for a long time.

Embora muitos usuarios tecnicamente experientes
tenham desenvolvido um olhar para o que é conteudo
legitimo e o que é publicidade (ou simplesmente usem
um bloqueador de anuncios), as manchetes atraentes
ainda atraem muitas pessoas e isso acontece ha muito
tempo.

Indeed, the arguable ancestors of modern click bait
are the vapid but eye-catching headlines of
yesteryear, from the yellow journalism in New York

Na verdade, os provaveis ancestrais do click bait
moderno sao os titulos superficiais, mas chamativos
de antigamente, desde o jornalismo sensacionalista
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em Nova York que precedeu a Guerra Hispano-
Americana no final do século 1800 até os tabloides de
supermercado que alegavam que a familia real é na
verdade de Marte.

City that preceded the Spanish-American War in the
late 1800s to grocery store tabloids claiming that the
royal family is actually from Mars.

With this sort of sensationalism playing to some Com esse tipo de sensacionalismo apelando para
pretty fundamental aspects of human nature, | aspectos fundamentais da natureza humana, ndo
wouldn't expect click bait to go away anytime soon. |esperaria que o click bait desapareca tdo cedo.
